Those techniques include such ideas as: reducing mold and mildew, protecting electrical systems,
furnaces, and other appliances; reinforcing structures against high winds and flooding; safeguarding
valuables; and securing other important personal property. Information on flood insurance also is
available.

The information, which includes reference booklets, is free and provided in both English and Spanish.
No registration is required. There is no limit on the number of times someone can visit with a specialist
or on the number of publications they can have.

The outreach teams and displays are planning to set up in other Home Depot stores in the next few
weeks.
